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Robin Clayfield is an international facilita-

tor, teacher, author and musician from Crystal 

Waters Eco-Village in Queensland, Australia. 

She has a passion for creative, interactive 

group work, permaculture, deep ecology, ritual 

and ceremony and growing community. She 

trains teachers in her 'Dynamic Groups, Dy-

namic Learning' creative facilitation methodolo-

gy, offers numerous heart and soul experienc-

es and mentors others in ceremony, earth 

healing and connection, visioning, group work 

and creative facilitation. 

 

Robin loves leading community scale ceremonies and rituals and along with presenting hun-

dreds of courses and many women's and relationship retreats, she facilitates a variety of vision-

ing and empowerment experiences and presents at festivals, gatherings, conferences and semi-

nars using creative, interactive facilitation to engage and inspire her audiences. Her most re-

cent offering has been presenting her 'Sacred Union Labyrinth' with an instillation art troupe of 

14 people for six days at Woodford Folk Festival for the past six years.
